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 In 2001, there were 575 forced 'honour' suicides in Iran, 

375 of which by fire. 

 Iranian women who fail to obey the hejab dress code are 

subject to up to two months imprisonment. 

 Punishment for an adulterous woman: the woman is 

buried up to the neck, then stoned to death.  

 In Teheran alone, 4,000 street girls, aged 10-17, are 

subjected to physical and sexual violence daily.
